POLICY AND RULES

ANNUAL DUES
Membership is open to anyone 14 years of age and over.  Dues are paid annually with the fiscal year beginning July 1st and ending the June 30th of the following year.  Prorated memberships are available to first-time members only.

EXHIBITING
Members of the Vacaville Art League (VAL) are eligible to have their artwork juried for exhibits in the Gallery.  Artwork will be screened prior to exhibitions.  Calls for entry are posted on the VAL website and ArtWorks Newsletter.  E-mail reminders are also sent out.  Work will stay at the Gallery for the duration of the exhibit for which it was entered.

All artwork sold is subject to VAL commission in effect at the date of sale.
COMMISSION SALES 

20% on members work sold under $50. 

30% on members work sold $50 and over. 

45% on non-members work sold. 

All sales by Exhibiting artists, whether in the Gallery, through the website, or at any VAL sponsored event, exhibition or activity located outside the Gallery, will transpire through the Vacaville Art Gallery, and will be subject to the appropriate commission fee.
GALLERY POLICY 

The Gallery Manager is ultimately responsible for the overall appearance of the Gallery, and may use discretion and flexibility when deciding how the space is to be allocated when managing daily affairs.  

Individual artists who have a Spotlight Exhibit at the Gallery may install their own work, but the Gallery Manager approves the layout and has the authority to make changes, working with the artist when necessary. 

VAL is obligated to serve the interests of our members and maintain their trust and support.  All efforts are made to represent our Exhibiting member artists through the various member exhibits, juried shows and non-juried open shows.  Rotation of artwork ensures opportunities for promotion and keeps the Gallery vibrant and interesting to the public. 
EXHIBIT RULES
Submission of Artwork:

1. All new work is screened by a Screening Committee prior to hanging the exhibit (see “Screening Policy” on page 3).
2. Members are limited to three (3) works per show, unless otherwise approved by the Gallery Manager or hanging committee (excludes Gift Shop items).
3. Work is to remain in the Gallery for the duration of the exhibit for which it was submitted, unless sold and purchaser requests to take work at time of purchase.  Purchaser will be encouraged to leave artwork until exhibit ends.

4. Artists must “check-in” and “check-out” all their artwork in the Gallery sign-in sheet provided.  Artists must fill out an entry tag and tape it to the back of their work.  MAKE SURE TO DATE AND SIGN YOUR NAME TO ALL ENTRIES AND WITHDRAWALS.
5. Artists assume full responsibility for their artwork, legal and otherwise.  VAL does not carry any insurance covering artwork.
6. Pick up and drop off artwork during normal business hours on the dates announced for each exhibit.
7. Storage space is very limited at the Gallery.  Artworks cannot remain in storage at the Gallery for longer than one (1) month.

8. Unclaimed work left longer than three (3) months after an exhibit ends for which it was submitted will become property of VAL and will be used for any purpose seen fit.
Presentation of Artwork:
1. All works must be presented in a professional manner.

2. All entries (excluding sculpture) should be safely wired for installation.  No saw tooth hangers or hooks.

3. All frames and matting must be clean, professional, safe and practical to handle. Unsafe, sharp or jagged edges are unacceptable.

4. Canvases must be framed with no staples showing. Unframed canvas must be gallery wrapped.  No exceptions.

5. Watercolors, drawings, lithographs, photographs, and anything with a paper mat must have a protective covering of glass or Plexiglas. Taped or clip frames are NOT allowed.
6. The Screening Committee has the right to reject any entry, including sculpture, that, because of its content, subject matter, size, shape or weight is, in its judgment, a safety hazard, too cumbersome to be installed, too fragile or unstable to be installed, inappropriate for public display. 
SPOTLIGHT ARTIST EXHIBITS 
Members may submit an application to be considered for a Spotlight exhibition at the Gallery.  Applications available at the Gallery. 

Criteria for Spotlight Artist exhibits are members and invited artists’ works whose body of work achieves a level of competency which produces a cohesive exhibit.  Works may be in any medium appropriate to the Gallery.  Screening of applications for Spotlight Artist exhibits in the Vacaville Art Gallery is done by the Screening Committee.
GIFT SHOP POLICY AND RULES 

Gift Shop membership allows a member to place artwork in the Gallery Gift Shop only.  Gift Shop membership differs from Exhibiting membership in that artists with Exhibiting membership may place artwork in the Gift Shop as well as participate in any Gallery show.

1. Artwork for the Gift Shop may include: ceramics (sculpture, pottery, vessels), stitchery (no kits or patterns), jewelry (no kits), wall pieces (16x20 or smaller), note cards of original design.
2. Items submitted must be approved by the Gallery Manager and are subject to approval of the Screening Committee.  Not all items submitted will be selected.
3. Items will be rotated periodically by the Gallery Manager to refresh the appearance of the Gallery and Gift Shop. 
4. Items submitted for the Gift Shop should complement both the Gallery and Gift Shop, be presented in a professional manner, and be classified as fine art or fine craft.  
5. Artwork in the Gift Shop belonging to members who have let their membership lapse for six months must collect their work, or if sold after membership has lapsed will be sold for the non-membership commission rate of 45%.  After one year items will be considered the property of the Vacaville Art Gallery.
OFFSITE VENUES AND OPPORTUNITIES 

Offsite opportunities are available for member artists to display work at the following venues:  The Surgery Center at NorthBay Vaca Valley Hospital, Town Square Public Library, Toyota Motors of Vacaville, and Ulatis Community Center. 
1. Exhibits run for three months.

2. Artists hang their own work and provide their own tags.  Venues prefer artists use nails already mounted in their walls to prevent further damage to their walls. 
3. A cohesive one-artist exhibit, meaning all works are related by style or theme, yet each piece retains its own uniqueness as a work of art.
4. Criteria varies depending on needs of the business or facility.  
Applications available at the Gallery.  Submit photographic samples of your work along with the application.  Gallery Manager has sole discretion in jurying applications for offsite venues.
SCREENING POLICY 
Since art is individualistic and subjective, screening is based on sound art principles, not on style or personal preference.  The Screening Committee looks for the basic understanding of art concepts and design principles such as:  composition, light, color, line, shape and texture. 

1. Artwork submitted must be original.

2. Evidence of high skill with the medium, using appropriate techniques for the medium. 
3. Pristine and appropriate presentation (see “Presentation of Artwork” on page 2). 
4. Depth of meaning - soul, energy, emotion. 
5. Avoidance of commercial forms (molds in ceramics, arts and crafts kits). 

The VAL President appoints the Screening/Jurying Committee.  The Committee consists of a minimum of two (2), not to exceed three (3) people.  Screening Committee members provide a bio/resume, available for members to review. 

All new work submitted to the Gallery will be screened prior to acceptance into Vacaville Art Gallery exhibits. Screening dates are the Tuesday before the first Friday of the month. 

Works rejected by the Screening Committee may be submitted to the Gift Shop.  Works submitted to the Gift Shop are subject to Gift Shop screening rules. 

The Screening Committee will make every effort to be fair and helpful to submitting artists.  A written critique will be done upon the artist’s request only.
