GIFT SHOP SCREENING PROCESS
BRIEF HISTORY OF THE VACAVILLE ART LEAGUE

In January of 1963, plans were made for organizing a creative arts group in Vacaville.  In May of that year, the Vacaville Art League became a reality.  Over 100 people attended the first meeting and workshops were immediately set up.  However, there was no facility to meet in, nor a place to display the artists’ work.  Then the Board members learned that the City of Vacaville had purchased the 66-year old Segura home on Monte Vista Avenue and planned to demolish it.  In May of 1965, the City agreed to leave the building to the Art League, but the old Victorian home needed much work.  Many of the members rolled up their sleeves and prepared the building.  Fundraising projects generated enough money for the materials needed.  Local businesses generously gave many supplies.  Individuals and organizations contributed.  Finally, the Vacaville Art League had a home, and the Gallery opened its doors on March 16, 1968.

Since its humble beginnings, thousands of artists and guests have walked through those doors.  The City fathers now have a place to show quality art to visiting dignitaries and to provide a place for the public to participate directly in the visual arts.  Its president, board members, and manager continually strive to provide opportunities for artists of all ages to participate in its events and encourage the public to come and view a wide variety of high quality work created by local quality artists.  

The Vacaville Art League is a non-profit organization dedicated to the development and promotion of the visual arts.  Our purpose is to provide artists with exhibition space, encourage community participation in the visual arts, and to stimulate and educate community with fine art exhibitions.  We have a membership of 150 working artists, many of whom are available for commission work.

SELLING ARTWORK AT OUR GIFT SHOP

To sell work at the Gallery Gift Shop, you must be a current VAL member (Exhibiting member for $60/year or Gift Shop member for $30/year).  A membership application must be filled out and returned to the Gallery with membership payment before you can begin the Screening process.  Our Membership Application is on our website under “Members”.  Go to www.VacavilleArtGallery.com. 

SCREENING PROCESS:
All prospective members/artists must submit their work for screening.
Pre-Screening - Preparation--what you will need to do:
1. Indicate your interest by emailing your name, address, phone number, email address, and the media you’d like to show at the VAL Gift Shop to vacavilleartgallery@castles.com. The Gallery Manager will notify you with a date to bring your work to the Gallery.

2. Prepare a minimum of 5 pieces for screening for fine art, more if you do production work such as pottery. This minimum applies for each medium in which you are showing work. 

3. Fill out the Screening Application and Inventory Form and label work to correspond.  This form can be found on our website under “Gift Shop”. www.VacavilleArtGallery.com 

4. Work presented should be current and representative of what you intend to display in the store; at least 5 pieces should be for sale in the Gift Shop if accepted. 

5. Please do not submit work done as part of a class. Work should be fully developed and professional.
6. Your work should be professionally presented in a finished, display-ready state. 

7. Information about yourself is helpful; include also any additional information pertinent to viewing your work.

Day of Screening: 

Bring your Screening Application and Inventory Form along with your work to the Gallery.  Include written instructions with regard to re-packing or assembly and display if needed.  Although VAL can assume no liability for your work, every care will be taken to insure its proper handling. 

Criteria considered are 1) execution and craftsmanship, 2) aesthetic quality and originality, and 3) suitability for the VAL Gift Shop. 

Your work will be reviewed by The Screening Committee and they will make a final decision.
The screening procedure for the VAL Gift Shop represents our attempt to decide as fairly and wisely as possible what is appropriate for our Gift Shop at a given time.  We don't consider ourselves to be art critics in a broader sense and we hope that no one will place more importance on our decisions than is warranted.

Post-Screening:
You will be notified by the Gallery Manager within one week of Screening either by email or phone with regard to the decision about your work.  
COMMISSION:
Commissions paid to the Gallery are 

Sales $50 and under - 20%

 
Sales over $50 - 30%

Commissions are paid on the first of the month following the sale of an item. 

ROTATION OF WORK: 
In an effort to keep the Gift Shop fresh and interesting, you will be asked to change your work quarterly.  If nothing has sold, you will be asked to remove your artwork.
